Capacity
at elevation 1,435.00 ft is 40,000 acre-ft of which 14,700 acre-ft is controlled storage above elevation 1,427.00 ft. Dead storage is 25,300 acre-ft.
Reservoir is used for flood control and recreation. Figures given herein represent total contents. Qutflow is controlled by 72-inch gate and an 8-inch
bypass valve.
