GAGE .--Water-stage recorder and broad-crested weir. Datum of gage is 4,390.09 ft above NGVD of 1929. Prior to Oct. 1, 1936, nonrecording gages or
water-stage recorders at several sites within 0.5 mi of present site at various datums.

COOPERATION.--Records, including diversion to Butt Valley Powerplant (station 11400600), were collected by Pacific Gas and Electric Co., under general
supervision of the U.S. Geological Survey, in connection with Federal Energy Regulatory Commission project no. 2105.

REMARKS. .--Flow regulated since 1913 by Lake Almanor (station 11399000) 0.5 mi upstream and since 1924 by Mountain Meadows Reservoir, capacity,
24,000 acre-ft, 12 mi upstream on Hamilton Branch. Water diverted from Lake Almanor to Butt Valley Reservoir (station 11401050) through old
Almanor-Butt Creek Tunnel from May 1921 to December 1958, for use at Caribou Powerplant. Old tunnel closed Dec. 30, 1958, and diversion began
Dec. 31, 1958, to Butt Valley Powerplant at upstream end of Butt Valley Reservoir. See schematic diagram of North Fork Feather River Basin available
from the California Water Science Center.

EXTREMES FOR PERIOD OF RECORD.--Maximum discharge, 10,000 ft3/s, Mar. 19, 1907, before construction of dam, gage height, 16.2 ft, at former site,
from rating curve extended above 3,700 ft3/s; no flow at times during 1914, 1919, 1923.
