GROUNDWATER RECORDS 

WELL CHARACTERISTICS.--Depth 206 ft. Upper casing diameter 6.0 in; top of first opening undefined, bottom of last opening undefined. Drilled in Sep. 
1964. 

DATUM.--Land-surface datum is 4,278 ft above National Geodetic Vertical Datum of 1929. Measuring point: top of recorder shelter, 1.09 ft above land-
surface datum, Apr. 2003 to current year. Reference point established July 15, 2003: top of steel rod 40 ft northwest of well by fence corner, 3.14 ft 
above measuring point. 

PERIOD OF RECORD.--Manually measured from 1975 to 1991 and continuously recorded from June 1991 to current year. 

GAGE.--Digital water-level recorder set to record every hour from Apr. 1991 to current year. 

REMARKS.--All water levels reported below land-surface datum.  

EXTREMES FOR PERIOD OF RECORD.--Highest instantaneous water level, 95.90 ft, Dec. 12, 1991 (measured); lowest, 126.72 ft, Oct. 11, 1984 (measured). 

EXTREMES FOR CURRENT YEAR.--Highest instantaneous water level, 103.93, June 21 (from recorder); lowest, 104.50 ft, Oct. 1 (from recorder).
